The Ratton Virtues

Virtue can be understood as the good actions of people. When we live with virtue it builds good character, and
we become happier and more successful. We at Ratton want to nurture all our students to give them the skills
and attitudes they will need throughout their lives. This is why we emphasise 6 virtues that will help students
build good character.

We aim to nurture Ratton virtues in all our students, so these virtues are linked to achievement points, and
you can work towards virtue badges. If you earn a virtue badge you get to choose how to spend it at our
badge bank from stationary to books to free bowling trips.

Compassion

Ratton students show kindness and care for other people and their environment. Students will be rewarded for
showing this compassion. This may include showing concern for other people, raising money for our charities

or putting rubbish into the recycling bins.

Respect

Ratton students act with respect to others both in and out of school. We value diversity and avoid
discriminatory language. Students will be rewarded when they speak and act in a respectful way. This may
include being polite to others, demonstrating a positive attitude and speaking out when others use
discriminatory language.

Creativity

Ratton students are curious about the world around them. They are encouraged to think creatively and ask
thoughtful questions. They express themselves articulately and are good problem solvers. Students will be
rewarded when they ask good questions or when they express their own ideas well. We will also reward those
who can find solutions to problems and work independently.

Teamwork

Ratton students know the importance of working as part of a team. They understand that we all have to do our
fair share and get along with different people. Students will be rewarded when they demonstrate that they can
work hard to ensure team success. We will also reward those who participate in teams in extracurricular
activities such as music, dance, sport or enterprise projects.

Effort

Ratton students know that to be successful takes effort and resilience. Students are expected to put effort into
all their endeavours, whether it is class work, homework or extra curricula commitments. Students will be
rewarded when they put effort into lessons; especially when they show resilience and keep trying even when
the task is a challenge.

Responsibility

Ratton students act responsibly by making sure that they are in the right place, at the right time, doing the
right thing. They take responsibility for ensuring they have the right equipment, complete homework to a good
standard and have a good attitude every lesson. Students will be rewarded for consistently demonstrating that
they are ready to learn.



Expectations of Ratton Students

Assemblies
Year group assemblies take place once a week. You will enter the hall in silence and sit down quietly in your
tutor group. Your tutor will tell you where to sit.

In the Classroom

Line up quietly outside the room until your teacher allows you into the room. Sit in your place in the seating
plan. Put your student handbook and pencil case on the table in front of you so that you are ready to learn.
Remember, you are not allowed to eat or chew gum in any classroom, but you may have a bottle of water on
the table.

Outside the Classroom
We expect students to walk (never run) around the building quietly and keep to the left in the corridors. We
also expect all students and staff to show respect and consideration for one another at all times.

Tutor Time

You will have one formal registration period during the day along with a registration in each lesson. There will
be planned tutor group activities, such as group discussions, individual or small group chats, checking you have
your handbook and equipment or silent reading. You must always carry a reading book in your school bag —
you can get one from the library. This is also a chance to talk to your tutor about how you are getting on and
about anything that is worrying you. Your tutor will sometimes give you notices about things going on, or give
you letters to take home. Tutor time is a very important time and, just as with lessons, you must arrive on
time. If you are late to tutor time, you will receive a detention.

Homework
This will be set regularly and must be completed on time. If you have any problems completing your
homework, make sure you see your teacher before it is due. You can attend homework club to get help too.

e Facial, body and tongue piercings. There can only be one plain stud in the lobe.

* Nail extensions, lash extensions, jewellery and false nails. Make up must look natural. No jewellery is to be
worn in PE for safety.

Rewards

These can be given for many reasons but mainly for good class work or homework. Your subject teachers may
also send a postcard or letter home for continued good work in their subject.

Sometimes you will be given rewards for taking part in an activity outside lesson time. Remember to write
down all the rewards you receive in your handbook.

Dance

Hello upcoming year 7 students,

Dance is offered at Ratton as its own individual subject. It is not a part of PE and falls directly into the
Performing Arts department. We offer a range of extracurricular activities, such as hosting the annual Let’s
Dance event at the Congress Theatre, workshops with professional dance companies and the school musical.
Dance is a powerful and expressive subject which encourages you to develop your creative, physical,
emotional, and intellectual capacity, whatever your previous experience in the subject. Dance will help you to
develop skills in, resilience, compassion, and respect. You will work on a range of Dance styles as both a
soloist and part of a team. The study of an anthology of professional works throughout the key stages will
develop your ability to critically appraise professional dance works and provide a springboard for engaging in
practical tasks.

Our aim as a department is to deliver an energetic, engaging and challenging curriculum through a creative,

skills-based framework. The Dance Curriculum has three strands: Performance (technical and interpretative
skills), Choreography (the art of making dances) and Appreciation (the ability to describe, interpret and evaluate

dances).

Still Image / Freeze Frame

A still image is a frozen moment on stage
where the characters stay still to clearly stop
the play and show the audience a moment in
time.

Thought tracking A character speaks out loud
about his/her inner thoughts at a particular
moment in the drama, or during a freeze
frame/still-image.

Mime performers only use their body
language, facial expressions and gestures to
convey the plot or characters emotions.
Narration performers speak directly to the
audience commenting on the action and
informing the audience of the characters
motivations.

History

You may have already studied some aspects of these topics and time periods at primary school (e.g. the Battle of
Hastings, Henry VIII). We don’t assume that you will already know things, but if you do, you will be expected to take your
knowledge a step further.

If you are particularly interested in History and want to do any background preparation over the Summer, it might be
helpful to know a bit about the people living in Britain before the Norman Invasion of 1066 (for example the Saxons
and/or Vikings). Here are some useful links from BBC Bitesize:

If you are interested in archaeology you could contact the Sussex Weald Young Archaeology Club (based in Lewes) to find
out about Summer Events: Sussex Weald - Young Archaeologists' Club - Archaeology for you (yac-uk.org).

If you wanted to visit historical sites in Sussex, suggestions include Battle Abbey, Anne of Cleves House and Lewes and/or
Pevensey Castles.

Here are some examples of books you could read based around the topics studied at the start of Year 7:

o Anglo-Saxon Boy by Tony Bradman - a story of 1066 woven around Magnus, young son of the Earl of
Wessex.

o Knight's Fee by Rosemary Sutcliff - against the violent and turbulent backdrop of Norman England, the
story of a young boy who is wagered and won in a game of chess between a lord and a minstrel...

o Fire, Bed and Bone by Henrietta Branfield - a story set at the time of the Peasants’ Revolt. The narrator is a
dog, who witnesses what happens to his family as the drama unfolds.

o Robin of Sherwood by Michael Morpurgo - beneath the roots of a great oak tree a boy finds a hunting
horn, bones and a skull. Clutching these objects, he has a dream and relives Robin's story.

o Sparrow: The Story of Joan of Arc by Michael Morpurgo - Eloise has always loved Joan of Arc. And on a
bright sunny day in Orleans, Eloise has a very special daydream...

o Castle Diary by Richard Platt - sent to his uncle's castle to learn to be a page, eleven-year-old Toby keeps a

detailed journal of everything that happens there during the year of 1285.
